Some people struggle with the idea that 
our relationship with God ought to take 
priority over everything else in our life.  
If that’s not you and you’re striving to 
live out the first commandment, let me 
offer you a simple way for you to see 
what holds the most priority in your 
life. To do this, we’ll make a simple ac-
ronym from the word F.I.R.S.T: 
 

FOCUS - Who or what occupies your 
free time and your thoughts?  
 

Isaiah 26:3  Thou wilt keep him in per-
fect peace, whose mind is stayed on 
thee: because he trusteth in thee.  
 

INCOME - Much can be said about our 
priorities by simply looking at our bank 
statement. If we are faithful to give, God 
has promised to pour out a blessing so 
great we can’t hold it all. 
   

Luke 6:38  Give, and it will be given to 
you. They will pour into your lap 
a good measure—pressed down, shak-
en together, and running over.  
 

RELATIONSHIPS - Do your friend-
ships lift you up or drag you down? Are 
you influencing them in the right direc-
tion, or are they changing you? 
  

Proverbs 12:26 The righteous should 
choose his friends carefully, For the 
way of the wicked leads them astray. 
 

SECURITY -  In what do you find your 
security of life?
